Directions: Put in at the Route 16 bridge in North New Portland, right next to the junction of Route 146. Canoe upstream to Gilman pond. Or, put in at Gilman Pond, from a road that intersects Route 16, on the right,  one mile west of Junction 146.

37

Lemon Stream

New Vineyard to New Portland

Lemon Stream flows north from Bauds Pond and the Stump Pond Wildlife Management area, which are located at the intersection of the Taylor Hill Road and Route 27, 1.5 miles north of New Vineyard village. In extremely high water it may be possible to put in here; otherwise, put in at the Lemon Stream Rest Area, two miles up Route 27. Upstream of the Rest Area there is at least a mile of good dead water canoeing in a pretty marsh habitat.

Location:  Route 27, three miles north of New Vineyard village.

Little Norridgewock River

Chesterville

The Chesterville Wildlife Management Area is on the Little Norridgewock, a placid stream that is dammed up in Chesterville Village.  There is at put-in on the east bank, just above the dam. If you canoe up stream you will encounter diverse habitat: ponds, bogs, and uplands. There is ample opportunity for fishing, canoeing, and bird and wildlife watching. You may see beaver, moose, deer, great blue heron, muskrat, and many other kinds of wetland wildlife. Some years, there is a series of beaver dams before you can reach one of three ponds. Norcross Pond is reached by bearing left at the first fork. The right fork leads to a further division: going right here leads to Little Parker Pond in Jay;  going left leads  to North Pond in Chesterville. It’s about 2.5 miles to Norcross Pond, about 5 miles to Parker Pond and about 5.5 miles to North Pond.

Directions: Take Route 156 from Farmington Falls to North Chesterville. Turn left on the Zion Hill Road and to Chesterville. Go down over the bridge and take a right into a grassy parking area opposite the road coming in on the left. There is a sign marking the Wildlife Management Area at the put-in.

39

Mercer Bog

Mercer

Put in at the Route 2 bridge for two miles of quiet water canoeing (depending on the water level). Marsh wildlife and botanizing.

Directions: On Route 2, five miles east of the bridge in New Sharon on the right side of the road.

40

Sandy River

Strong to Farmington Falls

The Sandy River is canoeable from behind the American Legion Hall in Strong to the Fairbanks bridge and can be run during medium high water in the spring. This nine-mile section contains several Class II rapids and an “easy” ledge drop (canoes have been lost here) one mile before the Fairbanks Bridge. From the Fairbanks bridge to Farmington Falls, the river runs smooth for 10 miles, except for one ledge drop, one mile after Farmington and a half mile after the Temple Stream enters on the right. Just before the bridge in Farmington Falls, a Class I - II rapid begins. If you want to avoid the whitewater, take out where the river runs next to the Back Falls Road, one mile upstream from the Route 156 bridge, or across the stream from here, where a dirt road runs down to the river from Route 41 just off Route 2. Don’t try to canoe from Farmington Falls to New Sharon, there is a dangerous rapids under the New Sharon Bridge and no convenient place to take out before it.

41

Walton’s Mill Pond

Farmington

Quiet water canoeing for over a mile back toward the Route 43 bridge. There is plenty to explore by canoe and young children can have fun learning to paddle (under supervision) in this forgiving wetland environment. Look for turtles, herons, red-winged blackbirds, and the occasional deer. 

Directions: Follow Route 43 in West Farmington along the Temple Stream to a 90 degree curve, you’ll see the park on the left.

Webb River

Carthage to Dixfield

The Webb River flows from Lake Webb in Weld to the Androscoggin River in Dixfield. It is canoeable for nine miles, starting at the Route 142 bridge in Carthage. It is four miles to the falls, where a short portage must be made, and another four miles to a 100-yard rapid. There is an impassible waterfall in the next mile to the Androscoggin River. Take out at Mountain View Campground (562-8285).

You are now on the Ridge Road that goes along the top of the Esker.

Height of Land

Township D (South of Rangeley Plantation)

Beautiful scenic overlook with extensive views of the Rangeley area and to the White Mountains.

Location: Route 17, 10 mi. south of the junction. with Routes 4 and 16 in Rangeley.

198

Mosher Hill

Farmington

Great views and a spring with cool drinking water.

Location: The spring is on Route 43 on the way to the Mosher Hill Road which is three miles east of Main Street, Farmington, on the left.

199

South Strong Road

Strong, Farmington

Many classic Maine farmhouses and interesting stone bridges and culverts along the narrow gauge railroad bed.

Location: Route 149, Fairbanks to Strong.

200

The Old New Sharon Bridge

New Sharon

Throw rocks off the bridge, and watch the river down under your feet.

Directions: Going east on Route 2,  take a right at the blinking light before the bridge. The old bridge is down on the left.

201

Kingfield to Weld Loop

Starting in Kingfield, take Routes 16 and 27 north to Stratton. (If you wish, make a side trip to the EUSTIS RIDGE PICNIC AREA.) Take Route 4 west to Oquossoc (past Rangeley). Turn south on Route 17 and go past HEIGHT OF LAND, and the road to ANGEL FALLS until you reach COOS CANYON. Take a left  to go down over the bridge and continue on the Byron Notch Road to Weld. Take a left out to Route 142 and then go south to Weld village. (Take a left across from the general store and go up Center Hill Road to the CENTER HILL PICNIC AREA. Continue down Center Hill Road bearing left to return back to Route 142 heading north. At Route 4 turn right and head down into Phillips, but pick up Route 142 again back to Kingfield at the bottom of the hill. (There is a side trip to DAGGETT ROCK, which is the first right turn over the Route 142 Sandy River bridge, up Wheeler Hill Road)

202

Morrison and Voter Hills

Wilton, Farmington

Starting in West Farmington, on Route 43, take a left across the Temple Stream before the Mill Pond Dam. Take the next road on the right onto Voter Hill Road and drive up to the top. On  the right on the way up you can see the Mt. Abram, Sugarloaf and the Bigelow Range in the distance. From the top, you have a complete view of Farmington - see if you can pick out all the local landmarks. (Don’t forget binoculars).

Starting at the East Wilton Post Office, Temple Road, when you get to the cross road, don’t go to fast or you’ll think you’re in a San Francisco car chase. Looking back from the top of the hill you can see from Route 2 on the left to Meadow Brook on the right with Pease Pond smack in the middle. In Temple the Temple Road is called the Savage Road It’s on the left off the Varnum Pond Road after the first steep hill. From the top of this hill you can see a grand view of the Temple and New Vineyard Hills with Mt. Blue towering over them, and distant mountains to the north. The three roads mentioned meet up at the top of Voter Hill, so while you’re in the neighborhood visit all the sights.

203

Rangeley to Grafton Notch Loop

Start on scenic Route 17 in Oquossoc. Head south to COOS CANYON. In Frye, two miles south of Swift River Falls, pick up Route 120 east to Andover. Next follow Route 5 south along the Ellis River, then go east on Route 2 and next west on Route 26. Stop at GRAFTON NOTCH STATE PARK to picnic or to see Screw Auger Falls. Continue on Route 26 to Errol N.H., follow Route 16 east back to Rangeley. (Or from Route 16 in Errol, N.H., continue on Route 26 to Dixville Notch, past the famous Balsams Hotel).

204

Soules Hill Road

Jay

Take Route 133 off Route 4 in Farmington, across from the Franklin Memorial Hospital. At the intersection of Route 156 at Beans Corner turn left, then take the next right onto Soules Hill Road. Great views every season, but especially good for fall colors.

Fossil Hunting: Dead River Gifts

Stratton

206

Gold Panning

Eustis area

Gold has been found in many streams along Route 27; you could strike it lucky anywhere you find black sand. Some likely streams are Gold Brook in Chain of Ponds Township, Kibby Stream in Kibby Township, and Gold Brook in Appleton Township.

Call:  246-7161 (Dead River Gifts in Stratton) for suggestions and directions. Directions: Gold Brook  is the most accessible and probably the most panned. It flows into Lower Pond, the southernmost pond in the Chain of Ponds (about 10 miles north of Eustis village). 

207

Rock Hounding

Stratton area

The famous Maine "watermelon" tourmaline, as well as amethyst, garnets, red jasper, and other gems and minerals can be found in stream beds in many places around Stratton. Nash Stream is the most likely, but others such as Alder Stream and the Carrabassett River may turn up some nice rocks as well..

Call: 246-7161(Dead River gifts) for directions and suggestions. Directions: Route 16 passes over Nash Stream just over two miles south of Route 27 in Stratton. The stream bed continues along by the side of the road for two and one-half miles and then turns south and goes uphill.

A wonderful long trail  that ends in a field. The sliding is spectacular, but the walk back to the top is a long one.

What do you do at a golf course in winter? Go sledding! Great for the whole family with very steep slopes for tobogganing.

Location: Mingo Loop Road off Route 4 between Rangeley and Oquossoc.

Routes 2 and 4, Farmington Line

Wilton

A gravel excavation site makes for good sliding.

Directions: On the south side of the road, about half a mile from the town line.

211

Snowmobile Trails

The trails groomed by the riding clubs make great sledding. Remember to always stay alert for snowmobiles and not to slide where there is any chance of running into trees or stone walls. Buy a map at any snowmobile dealer for about $10.

The 175-acre property of the late scientist Wilhelm Reich offers self-guided nature trails for hiking or cross-country skiing. Very easy walking and skiing.

Call: 864-3443 (Wilhelm Reich Museum). Directions:
Dodge Pond Road, on the right 4 miles from the junction of Routes 4 north and 16 west. One-half mile after Dodge Pond heading towards Oquossoc from Rangeley.

Railroad Bed

Farmington to Wilton

The old narrow gauge railroad bed makes a great place for biking and cross country skiing. Watch for snowmobiles.

Location: By the saw shop and the oil company in West Farmington.  Or join the trail in Wilton by turning onto Thompson Street coming down the long hill just after Route 4 joins Route 2.

Rangeley Municipal Trails

Rangeley

A thirty-four kilometer groomed cross-country ski trail system with set track and skating lanes.

Appalachian Trail

The Appalachian Trail in Franklin County runs from south of Mooselookmeguntic Lake to the south east corner of Flagstaff Lake. It passes over many scenic mountainous areas and past many interesting natural features. It is intended for the serious hiker. There are many lean-tos and campground for backpacking trips, however there are also many worthwhile day hikes. An Appalachian Mountain Club guidebook has all the information you may need.

Call: 645-4407 for information on trail maps and on volunteering for trail-repair days.

218

Bald Mountain

Washington Township

The barest mountain around. It’s a great climb for kids and families. The views are unsurpassed and begin well before the actual summit. They’ll take your breath away. 

Height: 2,386 feet. Elevation gain: 1,400 feet.  Distance to summit: one and one- quarter miles. Directions to trailhead: Go eight miles north from the intersection of Main Street and Route 156 in Wilton. Parking is on the left side of the road. Cross stream to trail head.

219

Bald Mountain

Rangeley Area

This gentle climb through open woodland and fir forests makes a great family hike. However, be warned, the name Bald is not well deserved. The top is more comparable to Mt. Blue, than the Weld area’s truly Bald Mountain.The trail is a loop that begins about half way up. The right branch is the easier, more interesting climb, however the left is more direct.

Height: 2,443 feet.  Elevation gain: 1,000 feet.  Distance to summit: one mile. Directions to  trailhead: Just before Haines Landing at the end of Route 4 in Oquossoc, take a left on Bald Mountain Road. The beginning of the trail is about one mile down the road on the left, across from Bald Mountain Camps.

220

Bemis Valley Trail

Township D (South of Rangeley Plantation)

The trail drops down from Route 17 into the Bemis Stream Valley and follows the stream through mixed woods up to the Appalachian Trail between Elephant and Bemis Mountains. If you wish, return to Height of Land over the peak of Bemis Mountain  and past the Bemis Mountain lean-to, via the AT. (There are no good views.) A nice practice overnight loop

Height of Bemis Mountain: 3,138 feet.  Round Trip:  12 miles. Directions to trailhead: On Route 17,  one mile south of the Appalachian Trail Crossing at Height of Land and six and one-half miles south of South Shore Drive.

221

Bigelow Range

Wyman and Dead River Townships

The four peaks of the Bigelow Range are reached  by a network of trails. Its seventeen-mile alpine ridge line, the longest in Maine aside from Katahdin, offers spectacular views, two mountain ponds, and the famous Arnold’s Well. This is serious hiking; best to carry a pack with water and emergency supplies.

Height: Cranberry Peak  3,213 feet; West Peak  4,150 feet. Elevation gain: 3,100 feet. Directions: Trails leave from  Stratton and 4.5 miles south of Stratton on Routes 16 and 27. Consult trail maps for route.
222

Blueberry Mountain
Township 6 North of Weld

A gem of a hike, somewhat strenuous, but  has a big reward. There are interesting geological formations at the summit which has clear views in all directions! 

Height: 2,942 feet. Directions to trailhead: The trail  begins behind Blueberry Mountain Bible Camp. The camp is at the end of a rough dirt road off Route 142 in Weld, one and one-half miles north of Weld Corner ( where the road that goes around the head of Lake Webb branches to the left).

223

Center Hill

Weld

The place to go for great views. Also there is a self-guided nature trail and picnic area. Very easy, short trail.

Directions to trailhead: Take Route 156 to Weld village. Turn right and follow signs. Just over a mile past a sharp bend to the right where the road turns to dirt is the sign for Center Hill. Turn right; drive up steep entrance road to parking area.

224

Crocker Mountain
Carrabassett Valley

Strenuous hiking with an optional overnight. These are not alpine summits so the views are not as spectacular as from the surrounding mountains, but there may be glimpses of Sugarloaf Mountain and the surrounding mountains when descending into the col and from South Crocker, which is one  mile beyond North Peak

Height: 4,168 feet. (North Peak), 4,000 feet (South Peak). Elevation gain: 2,700 feet. Distance to North Peak summit:  five miles. Directions to trailhead: The Appalachian Trail crosses Routes 16 and 27  two and one-half miles north of the Sugarloaf/USA access road.

225

Daggett Rock

Phillips

Measuring forty feet high, Daggett Rock is one of the world’s largest glacial erratics, (rocks picked up and moved by glaciers). It is split in two - you can walk through the split. 

Distance to Rock: There is a three-tenths of a mile uphill walk, but it’s well worth it. Directions to trailhead: From Phillips take Route 142 to the Wheeler Hill Road, make a 90- degree right turn a half-mile after the bridge over the Sandy River. Follow dirt road until you see a small parking area on the right. The trail is marked with a small sign on the left.

226

French’s Mountain

Rome

An easy hike to ledges which overlook the Belgrade lakes. You can see right down into tiny Whittier Pond from the edge of the ledges. Long Pond is a little further away to the south and North Pond is just visible in the east. The whole trail takes about 10 minutes to walk; views from the ledges start about half way up.

Directions to trailhead: Take Route 27 south from New Sharon about six miles to Watson Pond Road, which is on the right, just as the road starts to flatten out in the valley before Route 225 comes in at Rome Corners. Go less than a mile up the hill on Watson Pond Road.  At the top, park on the left side of the road. and look for a well worn trail. There is a sign for the trail in the woods, put up by the Belgrade Regional Conservation Alliance.

227

Hedgehog Hill

Coplin Plantation

The Hedgehog Hill trail offers some views of the Bigelow Mountain Range and of Flagstaff Lake. Round trip takes about one hour.

Directions:  Route 27 to Stratton. Route 16 to Hedgehog Village, a housing development. Follow the power line up hill for about one mile.

228

Little Jackson
Township 6 North of Weld

A steep trail leads to majestic views of Weld area from its ledgey top. Looks down to Tumbledown Pond which is usually a very busy spot.

Height:  3,434 feet. Elevation gain: 1,800 feet. Distance to summit: Three and three-quarter miles. Directions to trailhead: Just over two miles north of Weld village on Route 142, turn left on the Byron Road at Weld Corner.  In three-quarters of a  mile, go straight where it turns to dirt. Continue just over two miles to a dirt road on the right. Park off the road at an old camp. The Parker Ridge Trail leads to both Little Jackson and the Tumbledown Pond. Take the right fork for Little Jackson.

229

Low Aziscohos Mountain

Lincoln Plantation

Adventurous climb through mixed woods ending in steep, sometimes slippery scramble over ledges and blow downs to summit, which holds some of the best water views in the area.

Elevation Gain: 1,700 feet. Distance to summit: one and three quarter miles. Directions to trail head: On Route 16,  about 19 miles west of the junction with Route 4 in Rangeley.   The Firewarden’s Trail starts from a grassy road about 100 yards east of the Magalloway Bridge, next to Aziscohos dam. 

230

Mt. Abram

Kingfield

Difficult hiking. The mountain can be approached  by a trail from Kingfield. Beautiful views. Be prepared fast changing weather on exposed summit.

Height: 4, 049 feet. Elevation gain: 3,000 feet.

Directions to trailhead: Starting in Kingfield, go north on Route 27. About one-half mile from where Route 16 joins 27, take a left onto West Kingfield Road ( just before Jordan Lumber.) In about three miles the road turns to dirt at the Blanchard Hill Road crossroads. In another half- mile, the road makes a sharp right. From here it is 2.5 miles to the trail, which takes off to the left. This last section of road may be impassible, so you may have to park at the sharp right after the crossroads. Distance to summit:  four to six miles (depending on where you are able to park).

231

Mount Blue

Weld (Avon)

A steady steep climb takes you to the top of our most visible mountain. There is a nice side trail to spring (past the old ranger’s cabin) on the left about a quarter of the way up.

Height: 3,187 feet. Elevation gain: 1,800 feet. Distance to summit: one and three-quarter miles. Directions to trailhead: From Weld village, take right across from store. Follow signs past Center Hill to Mt. Blue trail. Parking area at trailhead.

232

Piazza Rock

Sandy River Plantation

An enormous, flat overhanging ledge slab that supports mature trees. Piazza Rock and several boulder caves are on marked side trails from the Appalachian Trail about a mile east of Route 4.

Directions to trailhead: Look for the Appalachian Trail Crossing on Route 4 about two miles north of Small’s Falls or about nine miles south of Rangeley.

233

Pico Mountain

Industry

Easy hike to ledges with a wonderful view of Clearwater Lake and surrounding area. Hang on to your hats, it’s a long way down.

Directions to trailhead: Leave Farmington on Route 43 to Allen’s Mills. Take Route 148 after passing by Clearwater. Stop at Center Cemetery; the trail is clearly marked at back of the cemetery.

234

Potato Hill

Temple

Easy trail leads to hilltop ledges with good views of Mt. Blue. Look for names chiseled into the rocks during the last century.

Directions to trailhead: Take Route 43 to Temple, bear left at Hodgkins Store and continue one and one-quarter mile down the Intervale Road, taking a right onto Day Mountain Road at the little red schoolhouse. After a little more than two miles,  you’ll see a new house on the right and a white farmhouse in a field on the left. Trailhead is at the back right corner of the field.

235

Saddleback Junior and The Horn

Madrid

Extraordinary ridge-walking with continuous views in an alpine environment, once you’ve reached the summit of Saddleback Mountain. Both of these hikes might put you off a little bit because whatever elevation you lose at this point has to be made up before you can return to the Saddleback trailhead. Don’t let this stop you; it’s worth it.

Height: The Horn ( 4,023 feet high ) is only slightly lower than Saddleback ( 4,116 feet high). Saddleback Junior is lower still at 3,640 feet.  Directions to trailhead: See SADDLEBACK MTN.

236

Saddleback Mountain 

Sandy River Plantation

The best views of the Rangeley Region are here: from the summit and along the alpine ridgeline. There are two approaches to the summit: The Appalachian Trail approach is extremely long (almost six miles) and is still pretty steep at the end (1,300 feet in less than two miles).  However, you get to pass Piazza Rock and three different ponds on the way up. The approach from Saddleback Ski area is shorter( one and one-half miles) and best if you plan to do some ridge walking on the top  Also, because you will be walking up the ski trails, there will be a clear view the whole way up.

Height: 4,116 feet.  Elevation gain: 2,500 feet (Appalachian Trail); 1,800 feet (Saddleback Ski Area). Directions to trailhead:  For Appalachian Trail, see PIAZZA ROCK.  For Ski Area, take the Dallas Hill Road on the right off Route 4, two and one-half  miles north of South Shore Drive.  Continue on Dallas Hill Road for two and three-quarter miles; bear  right at the fork onto  the access road to the Ski Area. Park near the lodge and take any one of the ski trails to the top of the main lift line. From here continue on up the trail past the ski-patrol cabin.

237

Spotted Mountain

Davis Township

Long trail to a wooded mountaintop.

Height: 3,268 feet. Elevation gain: 1,500 feet. Distance to summit: four and one-half miles. Directions to trailhead: Enter trail at the end of the paved section of Quimby Pond Road off Route 4 between Rangeley and Oquossoc.

238

Sugarloaf  and Spaulding Mountains. 

Carrabassett Valley

You have to hike over either Sugarloaf ( 4237 ft.)  or MT. ABRAM to get to Spaulding (elev. 3986 ft.) Mountain  Difficult hiking. Sugarloaf’s views are marred or enhanced by the sight of the ski trails, depending on your point of view. Bare summit cone. Radio tower and gondola terminal near top, meaning you can get help achieving the top. Sugarloaf trail, two and one-half miles; two and one-half miles further to Spaulding.

Sugarloaf/USA to take gondola or ski trails to the top.

239

Tumbledown Mountain 

Township 6 North of Weld

Have you ever been to a pond on top of a mountain? This is the place to go if you want to feel like you are above the tree line. 

Height: 3,068 feet. Elevation gain: 1400 feet.  Distance to summit: There are several trails to take. Parker Ridge is the most gradual (three miles). The Brook Trail is steep but the shortest (one and one-half miles). Avoid the Chimney Trail, it’s very dangerous.

Directions to trailhead: Just over two miles north of Weld village on Route 142, turn left on the Byron Road at Weld Corner.  In about  three-quarters of a mile, it turns to dirt; go straight ahead. Parker Ridge: Continue on dirt road just over two  miles to a road on the right; park off the road at an old camp. This trail leads to both Little Jackson and the Tumbledown Pond. Take the left fork for Tumbledown. Brook Trail: Continue on dirt road for about three and one-half  miles to bridge; park on left; the trail on right side of road.

240

West Kennebago Mountain
Upper Cupsuptic Township

A popular family hike through hardwoods, conifers, spruce trees, and mosses, leads to the fire tower at the summit. Great views if you don’t mind climbing a fire tower, otherwise pick another mountain. Kennebago, Mooselookmeguntic, and Aziscohos lakes are clearly visible as are Crocker Mtn. to the east and the Mahoosuc Range to the south.

Height: 3,705 feet. Elevation gain: 1800 ft. Distance to summit: two and one-quarter miles. Directions to trailhead: Take the Morton Cutoff Road, the second road on the right (next to the lake),  about a mile east of the Cupsuptic Bridge on Route 16. Take a right at the intersection with the Lincoln Road in about three and one-half miles. The trail is in about five miles on the left. If you get to the Kennebago River bridge, you’ve gone too far.

Lang Township

Ideal trail for mountain bikes.

WATERFALLS

246

Angel Falls

Township D (North of Byron and Rumford)

Exceptionally scenic pair of hanging falls preceded by cascades. Lower falls is the largest single drop in Maine,  90 feet. The trail leads to the large pool underneath the bigger drop. The upper falls are inaccessible to all but the intrepid or foolhardy due to a lack of trails up the cliff.

Directions: Three and one-half miles north of Coos Canyon on Route 17 there is a large field on the left. At the north end of this field take a left onto a dirt road which immediately crosses a bridge. Follow this road four miles to a parking area on the left. Walk down through a gravel quarry and ford the Berdeen Stream. The trail heads uphill from here one mile along and across Mountain Brook to the base of the falls.

247

Cascade Falls

Farmington

Lovely precipitous waterfall on a small brook. Picnic, climb, take pictures.

Directions: Leave Farmington on Route 43 to Allen’s Mills. In about three and one-half miles take a left on Mosher Hill Road. In three miles you’ll see a small parking area on the left at the bottom of a hill where the brook crosses the road. Follow a short path down to the falls.

248

Coos Canyon

Byron

Gorgeous 500-yard gorge with interesting rock crystals, and potholes and other hydraulic erosion features. This is also a state rest area, so there are picnic tables and other amenities.

Directions: On Route 17 in Byron. Or, take the Byron Notch Road from the north end of the lake in Weld. This ten-mile long dirt road is traversable in summer and goes in right under Tumbledown Mountain and along the East Branch of the Swift River. 

249

French Falls

Jay

A nature trail maintained by a high school group follows the river to French Falls, a scenic rapids in the Androscoggin River.

Directions: Turn off Route 4 on Emery Street. The trail starts just below the Jay Post Office on the same side of the street.

250

Grand Falls

T3 R4 BKP WKR (Above Flagstaff Lake)

The grandaddy of all the waterfalls in Maine;  it looks just a little bit like Niagara. It’s also a classic horseshoe falls, unusual in Maine. Good fishing. 

Directions: Seven miles north of Junction 16 in Stratton, King and Bartlett Road turns right  off Route 27.  After you cross the Dead River turn off  onto the Flagstaff Road and continue to the end (after bearing left in half a mile.) After a total of about eight miles on the Flagstaff Road, bear right at a fork toward the lake. In less than two  miles turn left on the Grand Falls Road. Take this all the way to the end.

251

Houston Brook Falls

Pleasant Ridge Plantation (Somerset County, Near Bingham)

Five short drops followed by a thirty-foot falls. Easy trail, great swimming, picnicking and exploring.

Directions: Take Route 16 to Bingham; continue on straight at the turn for the Bingham bridge. Continue beyond trail to view Wyman Dam. A little over a mile in from the lake, just after the dump, there is a sign for the falls.

252

Poplar Stream Falls

Carrabassett Valley

Two lovely waterfalls make for a good spot for swimming and picnicking. 

Directions: Turn right off Route 27 at the Valley Crossing in Carrabassett Valley. Cross the Carrabassett River, go straight and follow the old country road marked by a snowmobile sign. Poplar Falls are a one and one-half mile walk off this road in the gorge on the right.

253

Sarampus Falls

Alder Stream Township (North of Eustis)

A big ledge drop in the Dead River with a picnic area and a good spot for wading.

Location: Ten miles north of Eustis on Route 27.

254

Small’s Falls

Township E (West of Madrid)

Sculpted cliffs guide the Sandy River and Chandler Mill Stream through several vertical drops with deep pools underneath. Above the falls there are also ledges to swim in that don’t require daredevil climbing or diving to reach. This is a state rest area so there is a large parking lot with facilities, pump, and picnic tables.

Directions: Route 4 above Phillips, eight miles north of Junction 142 to Weld.

Industry (West Mills)

Small cascade accessible by hiking trail.

Directions: Drive to West Mills, Route 43 from Farmington, Route 148 from Allen’s Mills. Find the cemetery. The trail is clearly marked at the south side of the cemetery and goes through the 1825 Industry Cattle Pound marked by the Historical Society.

The Cascades

Rangeley

The Cascades ranks in Rangeley’s most scenic attractions. A series of waterfalls cut through a rock gorge in an area accessible by a three-quarter mile hiking trail. 

Directions: Three and four-tenths miles south of the junction of  Routes 4 and 16 in Rangeley, across Route 4 from South Shore Drive to the State Park, there is a small drive which leads past a red house to a right turn, then to a left turn at the one-room Greenvale School with belfry. Park at the school and follow the trail up the hill on the left (north) side of Cascade Stream.

West Mountain Falls

Carrabassett Valley

Nature trail hike (.3 mi.) to a quiet scenic area on the South Branch of the Carrabassett River.

Directions: Take Route 27 to Carrabassett Valley. Turn in at Sugarloaf and go up to the Golf Course Club House. You’ll see signs for the trailhead.

Carry Road Country Store

Rangeley

On the way to Haines Landing stop at the Country Store. They feed deer during some parts of the year. It’s not unusual to see eight to twelve  deer there. But, watch them respectfully; a sudden noise and movement will scare them away.

Farmington

Hunter Cove Wildlife Sanctuary

Oquossoc

A 121-acre sanctuary owned by Maine Audubon Society offers hiking trails with a 45-minute self-guiding loop trail. Water access to Hunter Cove on Rangeley Lake, not a swimming spot but good chance to spot moose, waterfowl and other wildlife.

Call: 864-5512 (Jean Noyes) at the Rangeley Lakes Region Chamber of Commerce for a map of the trails. Directions: Off Route 4, at the foot of Dodge Pond Hill. There is a sign on the left. Follow the driveway up to a parking area.

261

Moose Watching Routes

Good routes to take for a possible moose sighting are Route 16, from New Hampshire to Stratton; Route 17, from Oquossoc to Rumford and Route 27 from Fairbanks to Kingfield. Ask locally for recent sightings.

262

Zeb’s Bog

Temple

Zeb’s bog is one of the likeliest spots accessible by car where you can see moose. There isn’t always a moose there, so be persistent. To increase your chances of sighting one, come by around dusk. 

Directions: Take Route 43 to the end and turn left  (beyond Hodgkins’ Store) onto the Intervale Road. Follow the Intervale along the fields by the Temple Stream to the Little Red Schoolhouse. Turn right, head up the Day Mountain Road until it turns to  dirt. The bog is down the hill on the right.
